Razstava Pionirke konservatorstva na Slovenskem predstavlja sest ustvarjalk na podrocju konservatorstva, ki so Sirsi
javnosti manj znane. Na ta nacin zeli osvetliti zivljenje in delo do sedaj spregledanega dela slovenskega konservatorstva
in ponuja priloznost, da iz bogatega nabora projektov obnov in prenov 20. stoletja izpostavimo tista dela, ki so le redko
razstavljena in na ogled javnosti, vendar zato nic manj pomembna, kakovostna in vecplastna. [zbrana dela na tej razstavi

tako predstavljajo pomembnejse projektne stvaritve prvih generacij slovenskih konservatork.

Tematsko se razstava vklaplja med aktivnosti mednarodnega projekta MoMoWo - Ustvarjalnost zensk od modernizma dalje,
i na ZRC SAZU (Umetnostnozgodovinski institut Franceta Steleta — UIFS) poteka z namenom strokovni in SirSi javnosti
predstaviti pomemben del »anonimne«in zamolcane evropske kulturne dediscine 20. stoletja ustvarjalk, dejavnih na podrocjih,
Kot sta arhitektura in konservatorstvo, ki so/veljajo za tradicionalne domene moskih poklicev (www.momowo.eu).

Postavitev Pionirke konservatorstva na Slovenskem vsebinsko izhaja iz niza treh razstav z naslovom V ospredje: pionirke
slovenske arhitekture, gradbenistva in oblikovanja, ki so bile posvecene pionirkam, prvim predvojnim in povojnim
generacijam arhitekt, gradbenic in oblikovalk (www.dessa.si).

Razstava Pionirke konservatorstva na Slovenskem predstavlja ustvarjalke, zaposlene na tedanjem zavodu za spomenisko
varstvo in tiste, ki so se s konservatorstvom srecevale preko projektov prenove umetnostnih spomenikov (Natasa Stupar
Sumi, Spelka ValentinGi¢ Jurkovi¢, Staza Blazi¢ Gjura, Milica Detoni, Erna Tom$ic¢ in Barbara Rot). Zasnovana je veGplastno,
s poudarkom na kakovosti del in razkriva ustvarjalno moc posameznih avtoric.

The Exhibition ‘Female Pioneers in Slovenian Conservation’ presents a neglected part of Slovenian conservation by
focusing on the lite and work of six female conservators, who are relatively unknown to the general public. It offers an
invaluable opportunity to select from the rich array of 20th century restoration and renovation projects and to highlight
the rarely exhibited and seldom showcased works, which are nonetheless important, complex and of high-quality.

ne works presented at the exhibition belong among the most significant projects created by the first generations of
ovenian female conservators, which are entirely equivalent to the works created by their male colleagues.

nematically, the exhibition is part of the activities of the international interdisciplinary project MoMoWo — Women'’s
reativity since the Modern Movement, conducted at the France Stele Institute of Art History of the Research Centre
f the Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts, which aims to introduce the professional and general public to an
important part of the ‘anonymous’ and withheld European cultural heritage of the 20th century — the part created by
women active in the fields, such as architecture and conservation, traditionally considered to be male professions
(WwWw.momowo.eu).
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The exhibition proceeds from a series of three exhibitions, entitled "To the Fore: Pioneers in Slovenian Architecture,
Civil Engineering and Design’, which were dedicated to female pioneers - the first pre- and post-war generations of
female architects, civil engineers and designers (www.dessa.si).

The exhibition ‘Pioneers in Slovenian Conservation’ presents professionals, who were employed at the (then) Institute
for Monument Protection and who came to conservation through their involvement in art historical monument
renovation projects (Natasa Stupar Sumi, Spelka ValentinCi¢ Jurkovi¢, Stasa Blazi¢ Gjura, Milica Detoni, Erna Tom$i¢
and Barbara Rot). The complex and multi-layered exhibition focuses on demonstrating the quality of works and the
authors’ individual creative potential.
